What the day demonstrated, in addition to the fact that some of our kids run like machines, is the
strong empathy and sense of belonging that form the undercurrent to our student culture. This
indicates that the wellbeing of our students is strobgt what am | defining a#/ellbeing2

Wellbeing comprises of a positive sense of s@ifth, a strong sense of belonging, and the ability to
be able to practise skills that will enhance some@nearning and development. (and of course their
health oveall) ¢and all of that is happening in a safe and supportive school environment.

Spurred on by the day, | embarked upon some additional reading about student wellbeing and
learned that the research suggests six practices that can help a school to stiygpoet|Ibeing of

their students. The first of these is to adopt a whaehool approach to the development and

support of wellbeing. At North Cottesloe, our whedehool approach is founded on the Aristotle
Emotional Intelligence Program. This approactctess students to first understand and name
emotions, then to regulate how these emotions influence their behaviour and finally to understand
how their behaviours impact upon others.

Secondly, schools need focus on interventions with evidence of effectgeae Aristotle El,
developed by Swinburne University, has been trialled widely and has been shown to be highly
effective in developing students metagnition; their thinking about their thinking. Another key
factor is that the intervention needs to liiven by the leadership of the school. Our School Board
has negotiated a Business Plan with a core priorigupiporting student&ocial and emotional
learning.In a world of constant change, where the traumas of the globe can be seen instantly on
yoursmart phone, sociaémotional resilience is becoming a must.



Staff buyin is also vital if any intervention is to succeed. If staff can appreciate the need for the
intervention they®e more likely to get ofboard. We are fortunate to have teachers who feel a
burning desire to support student wellbeing and, as impatty, our families also understand the
need and are happy to partner with our initiatives.

The final key to ensuring success is the creation of meaningful opportunities for student voice and
engagement. Our surveys of students from the past few years $laoen that students dof@feel

their opinions are taken seriously by the school. We are addressing this through our new Student
Council initiative but we need to remain vigilant that we do things our students, noto our
students.

The Cross Countna@hival was a great illustration of how positive the school environment can be

for students, however, we are under no illusions that school can also be a challenging environment
for some and that we must continue to implement paotive programs to suppodil of our

students, all of the time.

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Student Information Storage Online

The Department of Education's Students Online Policy now dictates that parents are required to be
informed and in some instances, provide consent for, student information to be provided by us to
external online companies. These companies provide studemt$eachers with access to programs



online that assist with assessment, learning and teaching. An example of one of the companies that
we currently use are MSP Photography who manage our school photos annually. We provide your
child's name to this comparnwho use it, along with your child's image, to provide photos for each
family. Another is 'Infinity’ which is the online database that stores all of our library book
information. This database stores student names and image and is used to manage the library
resource loans for each child and class.

This new addition to the policy requires parents to be informed regarding where their children's
information is kept, by who and how it will be used by the school. The Department of Education's
elLearning team haveompleted rigorous checks for each program used by our school and has
determined the level of risk for school and student identity's online. None of our programs have
been deemed inappropriate or unsafe for use. However, we need to ask you for your cansent
inform you of the programs where we input your child's information in order to utilise each program.

In addition to these checks, the Department of Education provides alevel of content filtering that
blocks sites based on category. These blocksgpéed to sites that have been identified as
unsuitable for the education market. North Cottesloe also operates alocal filtering system through
Cisco to block sites deemed inappropriate for our school in an endeavour to reduce the risk of
student exposuréo inappropriate content.

In the coming weeks, School Streams will be sent out informing you of the programs that we use and

how your child's information is stored online. There will be some programs that will require your
consent.

The AEDC gives us a national picture of the development, health and wellbeing aciviltreir
first year of fulttime school. Since 2009, the census results have helped communities, schools and
governments plan services and develop better policies to target support for children and families.
